Members received a presentation
from the Head of Parking and Enforcement illustrating various aspects of the
report, including: an overview; details of on/off street enforcement; challenges
and sample of reasons accepted; current stage of PCNs served in 2014/15;

financial year; the on-street enforcement budget and expenditure 2014/15; the
off-street enforcement budget and expenditure 2014/15; PCNs served off-
street; PCNs served on-street; and PCNs issued by ward and hotspots
2014/15. The Panel was also given an update on the situation at the Council’s
car parks in view of the power supply problems being experienced at the time.
